1. **Cannabis/Marijuana**
What does an overdose emergency look like?
2. What is it? Marijuana is the dried flowers of the cannabis plant. The plant contains the psychoactive chemical THC and other compounds, including CBD. It is also known as weed, dope, pot, and cannabis.
3. What does an emergency look like? Products with high THC levels are more likely to produce anxiety and paranoia. Regular, long-term marijuana users may develop Cannabinoid Hyperemesis Syndrome: regular cycles of severe nausea, vomiting, and dehydration that may need emergency medical intervention. First responders have seen an increasing number of psychotic reactions among people consuming larger quantities of edibles. 
4. What to do? 
· For anxiety and paranoia, try to calm the person & create a safe, quiet environment
· Call 911 if the person's anxiety leads to chest pains, or their paranoia risks their (or other's) safety
· Ongoing vomiting can lead to life-threatening dehydration and needs medical attention
