Bacchus
1. How To: The BACCHUS Maneuver
hand under chin to keep from inhaling vomit
leg bent to support position
arm up to prevent rolling over
2. Step 1: Raise left arm above head. Pull right shoulder to roll the person toward you.
	Step 2: Gently roll the person as a unit onto left side. Guard the head as you roll.
3. Step 3: Tuck right hand under cheek to help maintain head tilt. Move right knee forward to stabilize.
The end result should look like this:
IF YOU SEE EVEN ONE "PUBS" SIGN, CALL 911
4. Use it: Someone is passed out and they are NOT showing signs of PUBS OR while you're waiting for EMTs. Check PUBS signs every 10 minutes until conditions improve.
	DO NOT put a backpack on someone who has passed out (they could roll over and suffocate)
